The recent battle for control of Bull-Dog Sauce Co., Ltd., involving on the one hand a management team enlisting the support of ordinary shareholders, and on the other an investment fund pursuing a TOB, ultimately found its way to the Supreme Court and on the way attracted widespread attention including from the media.

With such developments as a backdrop, our international panel of M&A specialists will, through presentations outlining the new takeover (TOB) regime in Japan under the Financial Instruments and Exchange Law (the new Securities and Exchange Law) and recent Japanese court decisions relating to takeovers, provide their insights into such issues as how the competing interests of the various stakeholders in the context of a takeover, including bidders, minority shareholders, target company management and other stakeholders ought to be balanced, whether the law is evolving towards a regime that is better able to support the sound development of M&A activity in Japan, and the impact on or of takeover defense measures and activist funds.  Panelists from the US and Europe will contribute to the discussion through comparisons with the experience in those jurisdictions.

After visiting, while they are scattering parched beans to drive out evil spirits, saying “Oni-wa-soto, Fuku-wa-Uchi ! (Fortune in, Devils out!)”, Fuku-no-Kami appears. Fuku-no-Kami, a heavy drinker, requesting a drink offering, admires their enthusiastic visiting. Then he preaches them that the key to get wealthy depends upon the way they look at it, and says with cheerful laughing “I cannot help making you wealthy if you wake up early in the morning, have mercy on others, always welcome your guests, never get angry in the conjugal relations, and make a lot of drink offering to me, “Fuku-no Kami”.

In those days when belief in Johdo (Pure Land)  was prevalent and fear of the world beyond the veil / the Hell was deeply terrifying people, Kyogen play rather focused on how to lead a good life in the then-present time.
